They also organise lectures on medical issues like:
breast and lung cancer, psychological support to
women who have undergone mastectomy

support to destitute families so that they too feel
some pleasure on these holy days

6) They work with the Oia development
cooperation in support of the programme “Help
at home’

7) They speak on the local radio regarding blood
donations, the National Red Cross Appeal, which
takes place every November and World Red

Myths about
overseas voting

When talking to voters or the media, it is
important to remember that they are usually
ignorant of the most basic facts. And what little
information they have is often incorrect.
Misinformation prevents people from voting.
Remember, before you get into the finer points,
which are interesting to us experts, always start

Mxth #1: “Americans don't vote again until
2008."

WRONG. Americans go to the polls on
November 7, 2006 for what we call “mid-term
elections”. All 435 seats in the House of
Representatives and one-third of the Senate
(33 seafts) are up for election. For US citizens
living abroad, it is important to request an
absentee ballot as soon as possible to allow for
processing fime and international post.

Myth #2: “I can't vote. | don't have a US
address anymore.”

WRONG. Regardless how long you have lived
outside the country, you always retain the right
to vote in US Federal elections. Your legal voting
address is the last place you resided prior to
departing the US. (If you have never lived in the
US, many states will allow you to vote using the
legal voting address of one of your American
parents. Check with local authorities.)

Myth $#3: “I don't need to register. | already
did it last time."”

WRONG. Voters living abroad should mail in a
ballot request every election year. Yes, there is
arecent Federal law stating that a single ballot
request should be valid for four years. And
there are some exceptions, like California
which permits “permanent absentee”
registration. But, don‘t forget that our votes are
administered by 3,000 different local authorities
across the country, each with its own
understanding of the law. Better safe than sorry
- send a new ballot request each election
year!

Myth #4: “They don't even count overseas
ballots.”

WRONG. Absolutely 100% false. By law, every
properly executed absentee ballot must be
counted before a final vote count can be
certified. However, if the number of outstanding
ballots - overseas or otherwise - is smaller than
the difference between two candidates, a
winner may be called before every last vote
has been tallied. But all outstanding ballots are
counted before the election result is certified.
Myth $#5: “One vote can't make a difference.”
WRONG. Just look at recent election results.
Florida 2000: George W. Bush wins the state by
a margin of 5637 votes. Washington 2004:
Democrat Christine Gregoire becomes
Govemor by just 127 votes. Ohio 2006: The race
for a seat on the Erie County Democratic
Committee ends in a dead fie!

Myth #6: “If | vote, the IRS will hassle me.”
WRONG. Voting in US Federal elections does
not affect the determination of tax residence.
You will not hear from the IRS because you
voted in a Federal election. (Note: Voting in
state and local elections can potentially affect
state and local tax status. We recommend that
you seek expert advice before voting in state
or local elections.)

Myth #7: “Voting from abroad is so complicated.”
WRONG. This used to be true! But now, US
citizens can complete the entire process of
requesting an absentee ballot - and spread
the word fo friends and colleagues! - in just two
minutes flat af www.VoteFromAbroad.org.

North of Ithaka
by Eleni Gage

M any of you will have read Nicholas

Gage’s harrowing story of his family’s
escape from Greece and his mother’s
subsequent imprisonment and execution
during the Greek Civil War. This book is written
by his daughter who decided take a year out
of her American life to go back to their village,
Lia in the north-west of Greece, to rebuild her
grandmother’s house, despite the opposition
of her aunts, now living in America, whose
bad memories of the house and its use as a
prison and place of torture for their mother
and other villagers during this turbulent time,
fill them with fear.

It is the story of her getting to know her
Greek roots, the traditions and ways of life in a
remote village and the practicalities of both
everyday life and the rebuilding of the house.
It is a delightful journey of exploration and
shows the importance of fradition, superstition
and the church in this area in Epiros, where life
has changed little in the last 50 years. The
characters include her family, among them
her formidable aunts, who fear that she will be
eaten by wolves, the builders and the locals
with their joys and sorrows, which are shared
by the whole community, whose feelings
about the rebuilding of a house where such
ferrible events took place are ambivalent at
best.

Infused with Greek folklore, literature,
language and history, Eleni’s story is unfailingly
witty and wise, but beneath it all lie the
indelible stains of a real-life fragedy.
